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Information for the Residential Trip 

Friday 26th June to Sunday 28th June 2026 

• The children need to arrive at school as normal on Friday 26th with their 
luggage and a packed lunch. Luggage to be taken with them to registration. 
They can wear their own comfortable clothes ready to start activities on arrival 
at Morfa Bay.  

• The coach will leave the school at 9:30am PROMPT on Friday 26th June.  

• Any / all medication to be taken MUST be in a clear bag with the child’s name 
and instructions on what medication is to be taken and at what time etc. 
This includes any hay fever, paracetamol and travel sickness medication.  
This must then be handed directly to Miss Chapman on the Friday morning 
to be stored correctly. 

• Please ensure to pack sun cream for your child for them to apply in the current 
spell of hot weather. 

• As per the kit list, the children need a sleeping bag, pillow & pillow case and a 
single bed sheet.  

• We recommend to take 3 pairs of trainers where possible: 1 for muddy assault 
course (ideally old ones that can be ruined); 1 for daytime activities; extra pair 
for evening in case daytime pair get wet. Also 2 sets of swimwear. 

• Spending money – maximum £10 each. The children are responsible for their 
own money.  

• The children can take their own snacks for the weekend if they wish. A vending 
machine is on site to purchase some items.  

• NO phones or electronic devices are permitted. Please leave them at home.  

• The school will notify parents by text message of the children’s arrival at Morfa 
Bay.  

• The children will leave Morfa Bay around 4pm on Sunday 28th June after their 
last activity. A text message will be sent to parents to confirm return time of 
the coach to school. This is estimated to be around 6pm.
